COLOUR TRIALS OF THE BERMUDA "DOCK" ISSUE

The existence of a large number of colour combinatmhthe 1d. "Dock"
design of Bermuda has been recognized for some yearslot8irWilson in his
book "The Royal Philatelic Collection" lists twenty-foudifferent colour
combinations, while Arthur Pierce in the Essay Proafdal (Vol. 5, pp. 195-201)
added five more, two of which appear to be only shadesislbook "Bermuda,"
Morris Ludington increased the list to a total of fortysf and speculated that other
colour combinations may exist.

Both Sir John Wilson and Morris Ludington give 1902 as the dbprinting of
these various colour trials. However, Ludington recetnlly me that his date of
May, 1902, was merely associated with the first submmissficsuggested colours
by Messrs. de la Rue to the Crown Agents. It is now auéer that these colour
trials were produced in response to requests from therCAmyents spanning a
period of four years and that a total of about sixty cotmmbinations may have
been produced.

In the de la Rue philatelic collection, which was assechitdy Mr. G. Leslie
Newman and is now in the custody of Mr. J. A. Mackayrafr of Philatelic
Collections at the British Museum, there are three ragpasubmissions of
gummed, imperforate 1d. "Dock" stamps watermarked CrownCaéh various
colour combinations. These were sent by Messrs. dedatdrthe Crown Agents
in response to requests from Bermuda for stamps of @iffefenominations. The
details of the colours of the stamps in these submissice given below, with the
vignette colour first, followed by that of the frame:

It seems logical to assume that the printing for thle@dScheme of 30 May,
1902, would have included the total matrix of five frame waqaired with each
of the six vignette colours for a total of thirty cofacombinations. If this were the
case, the other colour combinations must have beerogedtby the printers and
did not get into the hands of collectors.

Turning to the Colour Scheme of 14 August, 1903 (Reqgn. 71/08)séen that
the four colour combinations submitted all have greemés. This could be taken
to imply a total printing of only four different stgas However, Ludington has a
light green and ultramarine stamp in his collection,ciwhsuggests that the four
vignette colours were also printed in ultramarine framest subsequently
discarded.

From the above, it seems clear that there were tworrpantings of colour
trials for the Bermuda "Dock" stamps and one minor enéetween. The first
printing in 1902 may have consisted of thirty colour comimnat of which only
sixteen are known to exist. The second occurred in 1993nay have included
eight colour combinations, five of which still exist. hél'third in 1906 appears to
have survived intact and is represented by the twentydolaur combinations
reported by Sir John Wilson as part of the Royal Phita@bllection. Both Arthur
Pierce and Morris Ludington have reported a number of shafdése colours
listed above. These are not considered to be additiofmirccombinations, but
only the result of fading or the like.

LEEWARD ISLANDS

For some years now we have been accumulating the stamftee 1897
Sexagenary set in the hope and expectation of identifyi@eg@&muine overprint
one day and classifying some, if not all, of theiaas forgeries which obviously
exist. It must be apparent to all interested in thissst & number of different
forgeries have been circulating for years, but s@a$awe are aware no one has up
to the present time dealt with the problem in a wénych will help collectors to
identify the genuine from the forged overprints in theitemtions, and what is just
as important, to avoid acquiring forged overprints in ther&jtoffered frequently
in all innocence no doubt, as genuine.

On reaching her sixtieth year on the Throne, Queen Nat&ddiamond Jubilee
was commemorated in the case of the Leeward Islandthdoyissue of the
Sexagenary set consisting of the eight values of the 18Btidefset overprinted
in black with a buckled garter inscribed SEXAGENARY 1897 esinlp in the
form of a monogram the letters VRI. This commemugatet was placed on sale
at the various Post Offices throughout the Leeward Isldrain the 22nd July
1897 for a period of one week only and according to the atifsotine remainders
were eventually disposed of with some difficulty.

The overprint was applied on each stamp separately b MD!A. Tibbits by
means of a handstamp consisting of a steel die. MDA .Tibbits was at that time
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a clerk in the Colonial Office who apparently took theaggst care in carrying out
what must have been a most exacting duty. The facttltleabverprint was
manually applied creates a major difficulty because desgflitthe care taken by
Mr. E. D'A. Tibbits the appearance of a genuine ovetpdan vary very
considerably. This is due to the human element involvednstaeince, too much or
too little ink may have been used on occasions, erpitessure applied on the
handstamp may have been greater on one side than orerarthtls causing a
strong impression on one side and either a fainteresspn on the other side or
perhaps even no impression at all.

It is because the genuine overprint can appear apparedifieirent guises that
it is difficult to identify. What appears at a glartoebe in fact a forgery may turn
out to be the genuine overprint and vice versa. No airpiloblem will of course
normally arise, where as is so often the case, amporeor a surcharge is applied
to a stamp by some mechanical means,

Our first and main problem therefore, regarding the Sexagenarprint was
to identify the genuine overprint beyond doubt and the mpeablem was to
classify the remaining types of overprints as forgeridhie only sure way of
identifying the genuine overprint was to accumulate a diyawitithe lower values
of the set including the occasional block of four ogéarpiece which came our
way; and this we did in the course of time.

When a quantity of stamps had been accumulated, eacp stamidentified
and then classified. We found that apart from the genoirerprint we were
surprised to note that there were no less than eldiffarent types of forged
overprint, including both of the Fournier types. We dothitk that these eleven
types of forged overprint are by any means exhaustive amibutat further types
will surely come to light from time to time. Howeyewe must record one
interesting point which is that we have only found fibrged overprints up to the
present on single stamps.

A word of warning about double overprints. From experiencdoak upon
double overprints with some suspicion to commence with: ysaa# overprint is
genuine and the second overprint is forged but sometirois dverprints are
forged.

Before continuing we would like to acknowledge with gratitutie, unstinted
help we have received from another member of this StuayeCiWe refer to Mr.
Robson Lowe, who has made available to us the releveterial from his
reference collection. The loan by Mr. Robson Lowei$ of material to study has
resulted in the discovery by us of additional types of forgedpoiv.

To commence with an enlarged illustration of the genowexprint is shown,
followed by three dangerous forgeries and then by eight fesgerhich are not
really dangerous when the characteristics of the genuin@roveare known. In
each case the main points of identification are setbeitw the appropriate
illustration; several lesser points of identificationrigeignored for the purpose of
these notes.
